Size: 
One 
 
Finished Measurements: 
7 inches x 54 inches 
 
Materials: 
One skein of Lorna’s Laces Shepherd Worsted in 
the color of your choice (shown in Jay Pond) 
Size US #8 Needles 
 
Pattern Notes: 
K: Knit 
P: Purl 
YO: Yarn over 
SSK: Slip two as if to knit, knit the two slipped 
stitches together 
S2 K1 PSSO: Slip two as if to knit, knit one, pass 
the two slipped stitches over the knit stitch 
K2TOG: Knit two together 

 
 
 
 
Directions: 
Cast on 38 (or multiples of 16, plus 6) 
Knit three rows 
Begin four row repeat: 
Row 1 (WS): K3, P32, K3 
Row 2 (RS): K3, *YO, [K1, YO] twice, [SSK] twice, S2 K1 PSSO, [K2TOG] twice, [YO, K1] three 
times* (repeat from * to * once), K3 
Row 3 (WS): K3, P32, K3 
Row 4 (RS): Knit across 
Repeat these four rows 59 times, so that you have sixty repeats 
Knit three rows 
Bind off 
 
Finishing: 
Weave in ends; block if desired
